Participants provide U.S. troops with “tank support” when they purchase gasoline gift cards, 
which are then directly sent to VA Hospitals across the country.  The VA Hospitals distribute 
the cards to veteran patients.  SVM pays for the shipping of the gift cards and also donates $1 
to Soldiers’ Angels for each order placed on the program website.  SVM’s contribution will 
be provided in the form of gasoline gift cards, again directly benefiting the veterans. 
 
Marshall Reavis, CEO of SVM, is a very strong supporter of our nation’s veterans and 
feels this program will directly support the needs of this special group of individuals.  “We 
know of no better cause than to help those men and women and their families who protect our 
freedom and way of life," Reavis stated.
